
Gujarat Itinerary (7 Nights / 6 Days) 

Travel Style: Heritage | Spiritual | Scenic | Solo/Family-Friendly 

Arrival: Ahmedabad | Departure: Ahmedabad or Rajkot 

 

 Day 1: Arrival in Ahmedabad – Heritage & Food Trail 

 Arrive in Ahmedabad (Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Airport). 

 Explore: 

o  Sidi Saiyyed Mosque – iconic jali work (tree of life). 

o  Sabarmati Ashram – peaceful Gandhi memorial on the river. 

o  Jama Masjid, Adalaj Stepwell, or Calico Textile Museum. 

o  Stroll along the Sabarmati Riverfront by sunset. 

Stay: Ahmedabad 

Food Tip: Try khakhra, dhokla, fafda, and Gujarati thali at Agashiye. 

 

 Day 2: Ahmedabad to Vadodara (130 km | 3 hrs) – Explore Laxmi Vilas 

Palace 

 Drive to Vadodara (Baroda), rich in royal history. 

 Visit: 

o  Laxmi Vilas Palace – one of the grandest royal residences in India. 

o  Baroda Museum & Art Gallery 
o  Kirti Mandir (Gaekwad memorial) 

o  Optional: Sayaji Garden or EME Temple 

Stay: Vadodara 

Evening: Light Gujarati snacks at local eateries or lakeside café. 

 

 Day 3: Statue of Unity Day Trip (100 km from Vadodara | 2.5 hrs) 

 Early morning drive to Kevadia for the Statue of Unity (world’s tallest statue). 

 Must-see attractions: 

o  Statue Viewing Gallery (400 ft) via lift. 

o  Museum & Audio-Visual Gallery on Sardar Patel’s life. 

o  Sardar Sarovar Dam Viewpoint 

o  Narmada River Cruise or Ekta Nursery 

o  Jungle Safari, Cactus Garden, or Glow Garden (evening) 

Stay: Return to Vadodara (or optional stay at Tent City/Kevadia) 

 



 Day 4: Vadodara to Somnath (Train/Overnight Bus/Car) 

 Option 1: Overnight train to Veraval (Somnath) 

 Option 2: Drive (~9 hrs) with scenic/temple stops 

 Upon Arrival: 

o  Visit the Somnath Temple – first of the 12 Jyotirlingas 

o  Sunset from Triveni Sangam and Bhalka Tirth 

Stay: Somnath (near temple/beach) 

 

 Day 5: Somnath to Dwarka (230 km | 5 hrs) 

 En route visit: 

o  Porbandar – Sudama Temple, Kirti Mandir (Gandhi’s birthplace) 

 Reach Dwarka – the legendary city of Lord Krishna. 

 Explore: 

o  Dwarkadhish Temple – evening aarti recommended 

o  Sudama Setu (footbridge), Gomti Ghat, local market stroll 

Stay: Dwarka (temple view hotel if available) 

Tip: Comfortable walking shoes for temple and ghat visits. 

 

 Day 6: Bet Dwarka Excursion & Departure to Ahmedabad 

 Morning: 

o  Take ferry to Bet Dwarka – believed to be Krishna’s kingdom 

o  Visit Nageshwar Jyotirlinga Temple, Rukmini Temple, Gopi Talav 

 Return to Ahmedabad by evening/night (train/flight/car from Dwarka or Jamnagar). 

 Optional: Night halt in Ahmedabad if flying next day.
